Notes on Rights of Proxies to Vote 
Only individual members can appoint a proxy to vote on their behalf 
 

1. A duly appointed proxy: 
(a) may vote on a show of hands (or by any other means approved by general resolution at a 

meeting of the Albury Wodonga Ethnic Communities Council), subject to any limitation in this 
form, and  

(b) may vote in the person’s own right if entitled to vote otherwise than as a proxy.  
 

2. A proxy is not authorised to vote on a matter:

(b) to confer a pecuniary or other material benefit on the proxy, or
